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Executive Summary

This survey was done at the request of Saline County Sheriff Kochanowski. All direct costs were paid by
GKS {ItftAYyS /2dzyie {KSNATFQa hFTFAOS: Fftt RIFGIE O2ff
University. Appraimately 62 man hours were involved by students and faculty of Kansas Wesleyan

University.

The Survey followed the basic format suggested by James R. Robertson, Partner of Voorhis/Robertson
Justice Services Inc., a consultant in this process. The majbtitgse who responded believe that
adequate jail space is important to public safety. Jail expansion paid for by a sales tax is the strongest
response. Having a tour of the jail mauate difference to theresponsesiength of residence did make a
signifi@ant difference in just a few areas.

General support was shown for inmate services and safety for those employed at the jail. There were a
significant number of comments included that indicated a belief that jail@egrding is dudo the
arrest and houing of illegal aliens (not compatible with data reported by Capt. Soldan).

Methodology

The survey instrumerdnd cover letter wereonstructed by faculty at Kansas Wesleyan Univevsity
direct input from Sheriff KochaowsHihe survey was submitted I y &l & 2 Saf Sely ! yA@BSN
Institutional Review Board (proposal no.-10) and granted full approval on March 31, 2011.

The pool was chosen from the voter registration rolls. A list of addresses for all registered voters in
Saline County was provided Kansas Wesleyan University. This list was then entered into a computer
which randomly picked 4,000 addresses. A survey, with cover letter and return envelope, was sent to
the 4,000 addresses.

981 valid responses were received within the given time frameesponse rate of 25% (24.53) is on the
low side but does allow for meaningful conclusions to be drawn. Demographically, the responses
seemed to be reflective of the population. From the 2000 U.S. Census 85% of the county population
resided in the city bSalina. This survey response saw 81% of the responses from the city of Salina and
19% from county residents outside of Salina.

Data was initially entered in Excel and then these files were merged into SPSS, a statistical software
program, for analysiAs agreed upon, this survey, data, results and analysis was used for informational
and instructional purposes in the Methods of Research course offered at Kansas Wesleyan University.
